Your passport needs to be valid for at least six (6) months after your journey ends, and should
have a minimum of one (1) blank visa page for entry and exit stamps.

Holders of U.S. and Canadian passports are not required to obtain a tourist visa for entry into
France and Monaco.

Citizens of other countries should contact the appropriate consular office for entry requirements
pertaining to their journey.

Major credit cards are widely accepted here (the most popular are Visa and MasterCard, with
American Express accepted at high-end shops) and ATM outlets are widespread. You may find it
difficult to exchange US$100 bills in banks and currency exchanges in smaller towns. Unattended
self-service payment kiosks such as those in parking garages, train stations or gas stations only
accept a Chip and PIN card or cash.

Please use the provided A&K luggage tags, even if your bags already have ID tags. This makes it
easier for A&K staff to find and manage your luggage for you.

Choose versatile, casual clothing that can be layered if the weather (or level of air-conditioning)
requires. Cotton and other light fabrics are comfortable choices for summertime. Spring and
autumn temperatures dictate medium-weight clothing selections. Smart casual attire is
appropriate for evenings. Formal clothing is not necessary.

Cathedrals, churches, and other religious sites require conservative dress. Arms and shoulders
should be covered.
